PREAMBLE, PRINCIPLES OF PRACTICE



Dear BBSH® and BBSHE Students:

We are pleased to present you with this Directory
of current Brennan Integration Practitioners (BIPs).
BIPs are trained to provide Brennan Integration Work,
as well as supervision. Brennan Integration Work (BIW)
combines focused psychodynamic and spiritual awakening
work with body-centered energy awareness to deepen and
enliven your personal process. BIPs are trained to create
a safe, empathic, compassionate, and life-affirming
emotional container to best facilitate your unique healing
and transformational process. BIP sessions can be used
to satisfy the BBSH/BBSHE requirement for 18 personal

process sessions during the school year.

Why a Personal Process Requirement?

transformation and healing. If you are a returning student,
you are already immersed in an intensive study and
practice of energy awareness and High Sense Perception,
hands-on healing and psych-spiritual development
techniques, body-centered psychodynamics, professional
practice, integrative care, and creative arts.

The student experience at BBSH/E is unique. The
requirements of each class year are demanding. You will
be trained and tested for the wide variety of healing,
psych-spiritual development, and professional practice
skills described in your student workbook. These skills
are life changing, are often quite challenging, and
require an ongoing commitment and positive intention.

Given the power of this work, and the inner and outer
challenges the work elicits in our lives, BBSH/E has long
recognized the critical need for regular professional
support between classes. None of us can successfully do
this work and cross these transformational thresholds alone.
Thus, BBSH/E requires at least 18 personal process
sessions each school year. These sessions must be completed
with a qualified professional: a Brennan Integration
Practitioner and/or a qualified therapist as outlined in
the school catalog.

Why Brennan Integration Work?

Some talented therapists and similar professionals can
provide excellent support to BBSH/E students—yet few
are trained in the unique synthesis of energy awareness,
healing, and psychodynamic awakening within a spiritual
framework that is the BBSH/E experience. Over the
years, it became apparent that many BBSH/E students
were not receiving the quality and depth of support they
needed. From this need, Brennan Integration Work was



born. BIW applies psych-spiritual awakening work and
body-centered energy awareness to your personal process
as you go through each year of BBSH/E training.

The BIP’s Special Training

Each Brennan Integration Practitioner listed in this
Directory is a skilled professional who has graduated from
the BBSH/E four-year program and has successfully
completed a minimum of two years of advanced teacher
training at BBSH/E. Having personally gone through the
program, the BIP is aware of personal issues that may
arise, and the process you will go through. Each BIP also
has completed at least two years in the BIP/Supervisor
(or comparable) training program. This specifically prepares
the BIP to support you in your BBSH/E journey. BIPs who
are also current faculty are present on campus for each
class week, and are up to date on your curriculum and
class events. Fach BIP continues to work on his or her own
personal and professional development, and is dedicated
to creating a safe, empathic, compassionate, and life-
allirming container for your process work.

BIP Professionalism & Confidentiality
The BBSH/E faculty and BIPs are committed to the

professional Principles of Practice for Brennan Iealing
Science Practitioners (Principles), which were adopted by
the BBSH faculty in 2003. The Principles set forth
important standards and boundaries designed to support
the integrity, depth, confidentiality, and safety of your
personal process work. The Principles are reproduced at
the end of this Directory for your reference. The BIPs
listed in this directory have also agreed to the BBSH/E
Standards and Policies as outlined in your school catalog.

Each BIP holds your work in strict confidence.
Pursuant to Paragraph 12 of the Principles, the BIP
does not discuss with anyone—not even your BBSH/E
teachers—any aspect of your process work or your
confidences (except under the very limited circumstances
set forth in Paragraph 12 of the Principles). You may
of course give written authorization for your BIP or other
practitioner to consult with your teachers in order to
support your schoolwork, personal process, and healing
plan; this is solely your choice. Please refer to the BBSH/E
confidentiality policy for more information.

A BIP is also prohibited from entering into a
romantic relationship, sexual or nonsexual in nature,
with a student during the time that student is a client
and for a minimum period of two years after the
therapeutic relationship has ended.



Selecting a Practitioner

If you do not already have a BIP or other personal
process practitioner, you will need to select one at the
beginning of the school year. Remember also to give
BBSH/E your Practitioner Credential Form by Class 1. If
you cannot find a BIP within driving distance, you can
work with a BIP long distance over the phone, as BIPs are
trained to do such long-distance work. Some BIPs may
also be available at school for in-person sessions, before
or after the school week. BBSH/E strongly encourages
you to have as many in-person sessions as possible.

If your practitioner is not a BIP, only in-person sessions
count toward the required 18 sessions, nol phone sessions.

We recommend that you interview one or more BIPs.
as well as other qualified practitioners, and honor your
intuition and guidance in selecting a practitioner who may
best serve your needs and support your personal process.
Do not hesitate to ask prospective practitioners about their
training and experience, fees and policies, length of sessions,
and how they work with new clients. Each BIP sets his or
her own fees and policies for working with clients, such
as the right mix of in-person sessions—including possible
on-site sessions before or after a Resident Training school
week—and telephone sessions. It is up to you and your
BIP to develop the most rewarding mode of working
together in light of your particular personal process and
transformational needs. There are no sessions available
for the period beginning 2 days before class begins and
through 3:00 pMm of the last day of class.

If you do not feel there is a good fit with a new
practitioner, address this with the practitioner and if the
issue is not resolved seek another practitioner as soon
as possible.

Can | Work with Multiple Practitioners?

BBSH/E recommends that students work with a
single practitioner for the required 18 sessions. There may
be circumstances that call for working with more than one
practitioner, but BBSH/E discourages students from having
more than one practitioner for the required 18 sessions.
Some students think they might benefit from working with
two practitioners for the required 18 sessions. If you are
considering this, it is important to explore your motivations
with your practitioners. Using multiple practitioners can
often result in a splitting of process work that avoids the
depth and consistency required to support your BBSH/E
experience.

If you choose to work with two practitioners for
the required 18 sessions, you should identify one as the
“primary practitioner” who will have the greater ongoing
responsibility for your process container. The secondary
practitioner should be offering something the primary



practitioner is not able to provide, and their work with you
should complement, not contradict or conflict with, the
primary practitioner’s work. It is the student’s responsibility
to make both practitioners aware of each other and their
respective roles so that they may best support you. It is
your option to authorize the practitioners to consult with
each other to help assure a unified container for your
personal process work.

Getting the Most from

Each Personal Process Session

Each personal process session is an opportunity for you
to explore both difficult and seemingly mundane issues in
your life that may hold keys to your personal transformation.
You and your BIP work together to identify and work with
these issues, and to help you deepen your experience of
all the psych-spiritual development skills you are learning
at school. Your BIP can help you become aware of your
corresponding body-centered energetic patterns, your
grounding, and the deeper spiritual significance of your
issues. Your BIP can also help you work with any challenges
or self-doubts you may have, such as experiences in school,
your HSP, DLLMs, etc.

In order for sessions with your BIP to count toward
the BBSH/E Personal Process Requirement, they must
incorporate and integrate the cognitive, emotional, spiritual,
and body-centered energy aspects of your personal process
work. Although a BIP may recommend or provide separate
energy healing sessions to address a specific issue. these
healing sessions do not count toward the 15-session Personal
Process Requirement. 1deally, your sessions should be spaced
evenly through the school year, about twice each month.

Changing Your
Personal Process Practitioner

Before you end your work with a personal process
practitioner, it is important to explore your motivations.
Sometimes students want to change practitioners as a way
to avoid addressing uncomfortable personal issues that
are coming up. There may be transference, anger, or fear,
which if addressed rather than avoided could accelerate
vour transformational process. So it is important for you
to discuss any possible change with your practitioner first.
If you are avoiding or deflecting inconvenient feelings,
your practitioner may be able to help you tolerate an
uncomfortable and emotionally difficult phase of your
process work, to your great benefit.

Even if you decide to change your practitioner for
purely practical reasons, such as you or the practitioner
are moving, or you realize that your needs are no longer
being met, it is still important to discuss this change with
your practitioner first.



Whatever the reason for ending with a practitioner,

it is recommended that you schedule at least one “closing
session” to review the personal process work that has been
accomplished and to have a healthy energetic closure. If you
feel that it would support your process, you can authorize
vour old and new practitioners to consult with each other
to help the new practitioner hold a strong container for you
during the transition.

Your Paperwork for the 18 Sessions

You will receive a Personal Process Requirement form
from your small class teacher at school. You are responsible
for signing and dating the form after each session you
receive. You then give the form to your small class teacher
at check-in at the designated classes during the school year.

You are also responsible for getting verification of your
sessions from your practitioner. This practitioner verification
should be kept by you on file so that it is available in case
it is requested by the school.

The reference charts on the following two pages show
the class years for which each BIP is available. On the
subsequent pages, the Directory lists basic biographical
data for each BIP, including:

1. The physical location(s) where the BIP sees
clients and whether the BIP offers telephone
sessions;

3. The BIP’s BBSH/E graduation date, Teacher
Training (“1'T7) or Advanced Studies in Lducation
(“ASED”) graduation date, BIP/Supervision Training
Program (“BIP/STP”) or Advanced Studies in
Brennan Integration Work (“ASBIW?) graduation
date, and/or other relevant graduations, certificates,
licenses and information;

4. The BIP’s contact information.

For Brennan Healing

Science Practitioners

Adopted by the Facully of the

Barbara Brennan School of Healing

—March 3, 2003

Preamble

These Principles of Practice are intended to aid the
healing work of the Brennan Healing Science Practitioner
(“BHS Practitioner”), and to assist the public in selecting
a healer with whom to create a rewarding healing
relationship.

As a graduate of either the four-year Bachelor of
Science Degree or Professional Studies Diploma Programs
of the Barbara Brennan School of Healing (“BBSH”), the
BLIS Practitioner has completed an intensive study and
practice of personal transformation, energy awareness
and High Sense Perception, hands-on healing techniques,
professional practice, creative arts, integrative care, and
awareness of the connections between mind, body and
emotions.

The BHS Practitioner’s primary objective is to support
each client in his or her unique healing journey with
competence, integrity, and compassion. The BHS
Practitioner’s commitment is to create a safe, empathic,
and life-affirming container to best facilitate the client’s
healing and transformational process. In the broader context
of community and world service, the BIS Practitioner
applies his or her knowledge and training in support of
the evolution of the human spirit.

In any given client session, the BHS Practitioner may
employ varied techniques and incorporate elements of
multiple modalities depending on the unique circum-
stances and needs of each client, and on the qualifications
and skills of the BHS Practitioner. No set of rules can
fully anticipate or regulate the variety of situations that
the BLIS Practitioner may face. The following Principles
of Practice instead address important aspects of the BIS
Practitioner’s intentionality and consciousness that the
BHS Practitioner honestly monitors and clarifies during
the course of the client relationship, both generally and in
the moment.
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Intention, Integrity, and
Professional Responsibility

The BHS Practitioner commits to use his or her training,
skills, and intention in service of the health, welfare,
and spiritual healing of the client.

. The BHS Practitioner provides those services

commensurate with his or her training and competence,
and refers the client to other healers and care providers
in other disciplines as appropriate and necessary.

. The BHS Practitioner keeps current and competent in

his or her field(s) of practice, through supervision.
consultations, and continuing education.

The BHS Practitioner does not offer, promise, or provide
medical diagnoses or prescriptions (unless otherwise
licensed to do so), and does not promise medical cures
or recoveries.

Client Communication and
Professional Boundaries

The BHS Practitioner clearly, accurately, and truthfully
communicates to the client, prior to commencement of
services, the general nature of the services that may be
provided, fees and billing practices, and other policies
and procedures of the BHS Practitioner. The BHS
Practitioner also obtains the client’s consent to these
services, or as appropriate the consent of the client’s
legal guardian, prior to service.

The BLHS Practitioner maintains professional boundaries
with the client. The BHS Practitioner is sensitive to
real and ascribed differences in awareness and power
between the BHS Practitioner and the client, and does
not exploit such differences or perceptions during or
after the professional relationship for the personal
gratification or benefit of the BHS Practitioner. The
BHS Practitioner supports the client in avoiding or
resolving dependency on the BHS Practitioner.

7. The BHS Practitioner does not suggest, initiate, or engage

in any romantic or sexual activity with the client. The
BLHS Practitioner does not engage in sexual or other
harassment of the client, whether by sexual solicitation,
physical or energetic advances, or verbal or nonverbal
conduct that is unwelcome, is offensive, or creates a
hostile or unsafe healing environment. The BIHS
Practitioner does not engage in sexual relations with a
former client for at least two years after termination of
the client relationship, and only then after a good faith
determination through appropriate supervision that
there is no exploitation of, or harm to, the former
client.

The BHS Practitioner avoids or promptly removes
himself or herself from improper and potentially
harmful conflicts of interest and dual or multiple
relationships with clients and former clients.

Honoring the Client and Community

The BLIS Practitioner respects the fundamental dignity,
worth, and personal journey of all clients, regardless
of age, gender, race, ethnicity, national origin, religion,
sexual orientation, disability, language, and socio-
economic status. The BHS Practitioner strives to be
aware of and sensitive to cultural, individual, and role
differences.

The BHS Practitioner respects the right of each client
to hold values, attitudes, beliefs, and opinions that differ
from the BHS Practitioner’s. The BHS Practitioner
does not attempt to pressure or coerce the client into
any action or belief, even if the BHS Practitioner
believes such act or belief would serve the best interests
of the client. The BHS Practitioner supports each
client’s self-empowerment, self-determination, and
transformational processes in learning to make life
choices, and understanding the consequences of those
choices.

The BHS Practitioner is aware of his or her role in
maintaining the integrity of healing and the healing
profession with regard to clients, to the society in
which the BHS Practitioner lives, and to the global
community of the sacred human heart.

Client Confidentiality

The BHS Practitioner honors and does not disclose to
anyone the client’s confidences or client records, if
any, including the name or identity of the client or
identifying information, except: (A) if and to the
extent authorized by the client; (B) as required for
the BLIS Practitioner’s professional supervision where
the client remains anonymous, and only to the extent
necessary to achieve the purposes of the supervision;
(C) when disclosure is required to prevent clear and
imminent danger to the client or others; (D) as
required by law; and (E) if the BHS Practitioner is a
defendant in a civil, criminal or disciplinary action
arising from the client relationship (in which case
client confidences may only be disclosed in the course
of that action).

At the client’s written request or approval, and
according to the capabilities, good conscience, and
professional judgment of the BIIS Practitioner, the
BLIS Practitioner may consult with the client’s other
healers, therapists, physicians, and spiritual teachers,
as appropriate to maximize the benefits to the client.
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BHS Practitioner Self-Responsibility,
Client Welfare, and Termination of Services

14. The BHS Practitioner commits to his or her own self-
care and ongoing personal healing, and also recognizes
that this commitment is key to serving as an instrument
of healing for the client.

15. The BHS Practitioner commits to regular individual
supervision sessions with a qualified professional.
The BHS Practitioner is obligated to be alert to signs
of, and to obtain professional assistance for, any
unresolved personal problems, countertransference,
and emotional reactions, in order to prevent impairment
of the client relationship.

16. The BHS Practitioner is not under the influence of
alcohol or of any medication, drug, or substance
during a client session that might impair the work of
the BHS Practitioner or the client relationship.

17. The BHS Practitioner terminates a client relationship
when it becomes reasonably clear that the client no
longer needs or is not benefiting from continued
service. The BHS Practitioner terminates services if
and as advisable due to any physical or mental
illness, or unresolved personal issues, of the BHS
Practitioner. The BHS Practitioner does not maintain
a client relationship solely for financial reasons, but
may terminate a relationship if the client is unable or
unwilling to pay for such services. Prior to any
termination of service, if and to the extent applicable
and practicable, the BHS Practitioner gives reasonable
notice to the client of the termination and assists the
client in finding alternative professional services.
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
